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The Session Prorogued
Among the half-hundred bills
assented to by His Honour the Lieu-
tenant Governor before proroguing
the first session of our 50th Gen-
eral Assembly yesterday, the new
Election Act will probably rank as
the most far-reaching in its effect.
It does away with multiple voting,
abolishes the property vote alto-
gether and provides for a more
equitable distribution of voting
power in the Legislature itself. The
manner in which this latter pro-
vision was introduced as an amend-
ment was open to grave objection,
but the Act as it now ‘stands is, we
believe, a good one. There may be
further changes required at the
next session; but progress has been
achieved, and the Government is to
be commended on this ground.
There was a lot of unseemly
wrangling during the session, which
on two occasions got out of hand
altogether and left verbal wounds
which will take some time to heal.
This despite the apologetic remarks
of both the Premier and the Op-
position Leader after the dust had
settled. We shall not attempt to say
who were the chief offenders; both
parties, through their leaders, as-
sumed the onus of having done
wrong. The public will hope that the
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pansion. The Atlantic development
board, set up by the Diefenbaker
administration, is to be provided
with funds; through this organiza-
tion federal money will be invested
in public works and promising local
industries. Then there is to be a
royal commission on biculturalism
to study French Canada’s complaint
that it is not receiving fair treat-
ment under existing conditions.

All these projects represent a
heavy program for the first ses-
sion of the new Parliament, but
there will be others not yet disclos-
ed, among them the Government’s
first budget, to be introduced be-
fore midsummer.

The new government, in short,
is going to be busy as beavers dur-
ing the weeks immediately ahead.
As we suggested the other day,
there may be a danger in overdoing
this acceleration in tempo; and we
note that the same thought has oe-
curred to the Winnipeg Free Press.
Our Winnipeg contemporary cam-
paigned vigorously on Mr. Pearson’s
“first sixty days” program, but it
now points out that it would be
“foolish to rush into hasty experi-
ments” in view of the multiplicity
of other chores attention.

When first observed 162 years |
ago, the solar system’'s small-
est members were called “as-
teroids” because they resemble
