If manure ran lhor&.:bnck
wheat might be sown en a part of the
ground; it might either be ploughed under
for manure, or out for feeding purposes.
1 weuld like to ses factories of the right
description as thick as hops. Every farmer
oould have a fuctery by turning his wloek
into a factory, and keeping it ia proper
working order. He could manufacturs the
raw material, and the district factories, if
established, would complete the operation.
This, together with fattening sieck, would
be & sound system of farming. all tending
to the one great tamperal end, the improve-
went of the land, which means good hay
and grain crope, (all things permitting) and
flourishing finances. But under the starch
factory system the farmers would be ruined,
the land exhawsted and eoverrun with
weeds. Only think of the labor, expense,
the grubbing and hauling of seven hundred
bushels of potatves te make up nmotd-
eight dellars. Listen te the poor eattle
bawling round the yard. Oniy think of |
strangers coming bere and rematking, *‘ I !
this the Isle by the sea we have heard
called the garden of Norih America! Why,
it is naught but a bed of weeds.” Bat let
farmaers look at sew-thistles and other nox-
ious weeds as an invading foe, and muke no
biunders tn wmascuvering, but buckle on
their armor and repulse the enemy at the
point of the boyonet, not orly repulse him
but keep him at bay for all time to come.
The true expression would then flow forth,
““’is certainly the Isle of the Sea the Gar-
den of North America.”
