Is it Sicenncetam.

‘** The embarrassing difficulty of passing
exch other by, often experienced by
promeniders going in opposite directions,

A Paper tc Prevent Yorged Mesumeonte.

It is very desirable that dishonest per-
sons be prevented from duplicating certifi

cates of stock, bonds, drafts, and such
valuable docaments, and many devices

have been employed for this purpose. A
new process has just been introduced in
making a payer which will at least be
difficult to imitate snecessfully. Inkis ap
plied to a lithograph atone, “and anuotiver
similar stone is placed on its face and
rubbed together until the ink is so distri-
buted that a variegated design is produced,
When the ink is dry the des‘gnis trans-
ferred to paper after the usual manner in
lithographic printing. Of course any
color may be selected for the ink. It is
manifest, also, that the design thus cheap-
ly produced can be varied indefinitely until
a pleasing or effective one is obtained. A
counterfeit is detected at once when com
pared with a ramp'e of the genuinepaper.

Welding Aluminum.

A new and improved method for weld-
ing aluminumhas beendiscovered, and has
proved so satisfactory that when subje: ted
to a severe strain in testing, the welded

joint proved of greater strength than the
pure metal. The welding preparation is

called a solder, though, properly speaking,
| it is not an alloy or solder, but asubstance
that unites with the pieces of metal to be
welded, as it were, fusing them together.
The use of aluminum has been restrained
by the absence of some such method as
this, A process of welding it has been
knownbut, it was unsatisfactory, owing to
the weakness at the joint. The invention
will hasten the day when aluminum can be
used in commercial quantities.
