With a \'c‘;.;;_nniu loam of manv feet in
depth, so that fresh soil can be brought up by
deepe: ploughing as 8001 a3 the surface so1l
shows signs of diminished vigor, it is not pos-
sible to carry the exhausting process go far as
to produce sterility ; and in addition to a soil
of Bl\l‘pf".isi!l‘»,' ricaness, there is “ climate
which restores fertility to the carth in a man-
ner to which we in Eagland are strangers.
Not Laglish wheat growing farmers only, bat
also tnose of the Lower Provincegof Canada,
will severely feel the growing compe-
tition of the new North-West; and when
the Hudson's Bay route to Earope
is opened up, wheat will be freighted
to the Old Country at about half its pres
ent rate By the present rcute the cost of
carrying wheat from Maritoba to England 1s
about l4s. a quarter, and it is bought here at
24s.; landing it at Liverpool at 38s. The
erop of wheat is abundant throughout the
States and Canada, a larger surplus than
aver hefore being available for exportation, so
that with an increased erop and a better har
vest .n Kugland, we may reckon on bread
beiny; very cheap through the coming win-
ter.”
