The British government also
has publicly reassured the Jap-
anese government that Japan,
which is 750 miles farther from
the Christmas Island test site
than Australia, also will be safe.

More than 20 families had to
be evacuated from the three
blocks of flats because the dense
smoke was affecting their health,
Experts fitted various cowls to
the chimney without success.

A report by the borough archi-
tects’ department says there is
no constructional fault with the
chimneys and that similar blocks
of flats in other parts of the town
are not affected. .

Sunderland estates committee
now has decided that the flats
should be made all-electric. Elec-
tric fires, cookers and immersion
heaters will be installed.
