CreaNsiNG GraNaries.—All granaries
should be well cleansed before the grain is
stored therein. As to modes of cleansing
we will give two recipes. The first is
that practised by the late Hon. William
Carmichael, of Queen Aun’s County,

our own: Mr. Carmichael says:—
“When my grlnnrlul are clear of grain,
I place powdered brimstone in an earthen
jar, which for safety I put on the floor in
a bed of sand, closing doors and windows,
and fire it. The smoke either destroys
them [the weevil| or drives them off.” 2.
In the first place sweep the ceiling and
sides of your granary, then sweep the
floor, take the wall’s dust and dirt careful-
ly up and burn it. Do not sweep it out
of doors to breed millions of insects, to
damage your next year’s crop. This done
wash the ceili side walls, and floor
with strong ley, and then complete your
cleansing, "by white-washing the entire in-
terior of your granary, ceiling, walls, and
floor.— Ezchange Paper.
