- On being asked if any
more of their comrades were 1n the water,
they stated that therc had been originaily
fifty-seven in the ship's company and that
it was supposed that a number of t]lvl‘u were
still arloat in the neighborhood of the raft
from which the survivors were taken.
&FARCHING FOR OTTIER SURVIVORS.

The steamer at once put about, and,
after coinz a wile and watching as well as
they could, they again heard faint cries.
Fortunately the sea was not running high
at the tima and there was no difliculty 1in
rescuing all the persons they were able to
find. Cruising around up to twelve o’clock,
Captain Voss was able to pick up seventeen
unfortunate beings who were clinging to
oars and bits of wood, or anything else that
thay eonld hope would sustain them in the
water, which every moment threatencd to
sweep them to thetr death. Le is supposed
from thoe sonnd of ths voices Which hatled
the Loaisa HL, that there were more per-
sons in tho .avater than were afterwards
resene |, but in the distress w hich surround-
ol the:n the survivors were unable to tell
wheth-r all the compunions succeedad in
gestin ; on board. Captain Voss continued
to erwse in the neighborheod until” morn-
ing dawned, but was unable to rescue any
mmore than those discovered the night pre-
VIOus

A TERRIBLE MIDNIGHT CRY.

The story of the disaster, as far as it can
be eatherad from the Captain of the lost
steamer, is a3 follows: ¢ The unfortunate
vessel which he commanded was a wooden
sidewh sl steamer, which at one time was
used a: a transport for troops. Fhe left
Havanna bound for Nuevitas, on the 16th
of October, and on the‘morning of the 18:h
Octobers at about four‘o’clock, the alarm of
fire was.given. The captain, on reaching
the deck, discovered that the steamer was
completely enveloped . mn flames. In the
tseror and confusion which ensued all on
bowed jumped into the sea in whatever
clothin they happened to have on, grasping
whatever they mght ‘Jay their hands on
that they supposed. might keep them
afloat.

.~ .AN INFLAMMAELE CARGO.

The vessel, it is said, had a large qnan-
i::y of inflaminable matter aboard of her,
bath coal oil and gnnpowder. The fire was
.soon raging in the wildest violence, so that
it was tiapossible to got the boats afloat or
to save any thing.

Nothing is known as to the origin of the
- fire.

DEATH AN TUE FLAMES.

The vessel was soon burned to the water,
and some of thoze who were aboard, 1t is
supposcd, must have perished in the flames.

: STRUGGLING FOR LIFE.

The rest of these unfortunates were left
struggling in the water. They saw in the
afternoon of the blazin ¢ hot day which fol-
lowed, a small Spanish gunboat steam by,
but too far distant to be hailed.

One woman, a stewardess, was sustained
on the raft for some tine, but finally she
relinquished her hold and dropped iuto the
water..
