To Visit Germany

Much interest has been aroused
by the announcement from Bucking-
ham Palace that Queen Elizabeth
and Prince Philip have accepted,

many since before the First World
War, and in many ways it will be
one of the most significant journeys
undertaken by the Queen since she
came to the throne.
