public safety. For persons entrusted with the
management of Railway affuirs are frequently
mon of rank and_influence, and many facilitics
are thereby afforded them to secure them-
selves from blame by s)ul'lmB the onus to tholr
hired servants, Engincers, Drivers, &c., who
are sometimes incompetent persons engaged on
cconomical prineiples.

But T trust that freedom of discussion will
not be endangered by the attacks of a few self
styled Ziberals ; and that we shall hear no moro
about * prerogative,” mercly because a fow
\hg trates ventured to remonstrate with a

Joveruor, on an appointment which in
hrof opinion was ill-advised and_improper.
Such a manifestation of the temper of & ganrn-
ment, should however warn us to be on th
alert.
