The
price of the silk is five francs a pound
when spun, being 120 francs cheaper
than that of the present day. This new
method of procuring silk will at once be
adopted in all countries, as the mulberry
can be grown in any country, and re-
quires scarcely any culture. The cul-
uvation of this new branch of industry
will do away entirely with that of cotton.
