“In the day that thou eatest—thou
shalt surely die.” Translated from
the Hebrew more correctly, “Dying,
thou shalt die.” A power of death
operating as a process. “Thou shalt
become a dying creature.” In this
first sin, called by some theologians,
original sin, all men come under the
wages of sin, Death. Man cannot
of himself do anything nor can he

offer any sacrifice that will merit
his salvation. God sent His son
Christ Jesus into the world to die
for us. We cannot add to the sac-
rifice he made. We can only bring
unto God, a broken spirit, a con-
trite heart. Right down to the
present day, we find the same type
of religion which Cain had. Man
doing, and offering, for his soul's
salvation carried so far away with
formalities rites, and ceremonies
 that fhey think there is virtue in
these things. Yet all down through
the ages there have been the true
worshippers of Jehovah whose relig~
ion is a prayer a confession, a brok-
en spirit.
