OTTAWA (CP)—The indexes of
living costs im 10 regional cities
across Canada showed only .light
changes during October.

The bureau of statistics reported
Tuesday its consumer price index,
based on 1949 prices equalling 100,
increased in four cities, declined in
four others and was unchanged in
two. The biggest change was a
fall of .3 per cent in Toronto and
a similar rise in Winnipeg.
Indexes for food prices declined
n eight cities, with lower heef
prices in nine citles and lower pork

prices in all of them. Shelter costs

vanced in five cities and were un-
changed in the other five.
