1 quart white vinegar

1 teaspoon salt

1 teaspoon whole pepper
Method: Peel the onions and let
them stand {n cold water while you
do the vinegar.

PICKLED GHERKINS

2 quarts tiny gherkins

2 cups salt

2 quarts boiling water

2 quarts mild vinegar

1-2 cup mixed pickle spices

2 teaspoons alum

2 cups brown sugar

1-3 cup sliced horseradish root

Method: Selcet the very tiny
cucumbers, from 1 to 2 inches long,
Wash and wipe them dry and p'ace
them in a crock. Pour over them
the brine made by dissolving the
salt in the boiling water. Let stand
24 hours, then drain.

Heat the brine again to the boil-
ing point, pour over the cucumbers
and let stand for 24 hours longer,
then drain again and rinse well.

Now wipe them dry again and
cover, with boiling water in which

stand for 6 hours, then drain and
rinse thoroughly in clear, cold
water.

Mix the sugar, vinegar, spices
and horseradish root and bring to
the bolling point, Add fhe cucum-
bers and simmer for 10 minutes,
then pack into hot, sterile jars,
filling them to overflowing with
the scalding vinegar and seal.

This makes a gherkin that is not
very sweet. If you like them sweet-
lened, increase the amount of sugar
ruzed to one pound for each quart
of vinegar.
