wall is & mass of ruins.  Shells go iuto the fort undi
explode inside, some of them pussing hrough the
[ east wall, going 1 on one side and coming out of
theether.  Au euasterly storm prevailed on Wednes
day, but broke awuy on Thursday. We now have
fine weather, and it is expected that the Mouitors
will go iu force to Samter this afternoon. The
Lrousides and our wouden vessels have snelled
Wiagner and Gregy every day, keeping them guiet {
while our shore batteries® are hammering Swuter.
Seven North Carolina descrters from Sullivan’s
Islund were picked up in a boar List night by the
Moutank. ‘They say that the rebels are prepuring
o abandon Sumter aud blow it up ; that lllw_v have |
been tuking the guus out of it ever since the attuck
upon i im April Iasi, which demonstrated their in-
ability to hold it ; that theve are not more than live
or eight gunsinthe fort, the remainder being * Qua-
kers;’ that the cordon of beer burrels are werely
intended to sustain the telegraph line between
Sumter und Moultrie, und aee no part of the obstrne
tions of the harbour ; that the North Carolina troops
are anxions 1o go home, und are almost in a state
of mutiny ; that the rebels all unticipate the fall
of t harlestou ; that the walls of Sumter were ex-
tensively breached in April, and that there is great |
scuccity of rm\'iriunn amony the rebels. The flag
of Sumpter hus been shot away foar times, and now {
there is no t'az up. The rebel batteries on James
Iskind trow nbo‘l‘ls night and day into our lines,
but do not cause more than one or two casualties
daily.  Adwiral Dahlgren isanxionsto letthearmy
and naval batteries finish Sumpter, expecting to
have plenty of work for the Monitors in taking the
interior fine of defences of Charleston. A flag of
triuce was sent to Wagner on Friday moruing, und
firing ceased during the interview, when it wusre-
newed again.  Gen. Gilmore notified Gen. Beauve- |
| gurd that he would commence to shell the eity |
| within 4% hounrs, and reqnesting him to remove the |

women #and children. The whole Monitor fleet
| went up on Friday night for another assault on
| Snmter. The Passiac got aground, and so wnch
| tiwe wus lost in getting her off that the expedition
! wus abandoued for the night. The rebels did not
discover her position, though she wus within half
& mile of the fort.”

OrF Cuarteston Saturday, Ang 22 —Smter this
morning is an inmense rum. The rear wallis but-
| tered down, und the interior of the fort is open to
| view. Our shells strike aguinst the inside of the
| front wall, which is reatly shattered, and at times
i shells puss entirely threugh the fort. The flag of
Sumter was shot away four times on Friday and
new flag up this worning. The weather is very hot,
and 1o ice 18 o be had ; nothing but war condens-
ed water. Should there be no aecident to-night,
the old flag will float over Sumter to-morrow
(Sunday).
