! Worcester.

Having resided here for about the space
of one year, and having been frequently
requested by Islanders to describe this eity,
I submit the foliowing to Tue EXAMINER :
Woreester, Mass.; (population 90,000) is
situated 44 wmiles south-west of Boston, and
‘18 connected with the principal cities by
(various railways, the chief of which are the
,Buston & Albiny and the Providence &
| Worcester.  This city is very well Jaid out,
having well constructed street railways, an
{inexhaustible water supply, a comnplete
electric light system, and one of the best
'fire departments in the State
|  Worcester has a world-wide fame for
fwanufactures, the most of which have been
{visited by the writer. Farm implements,
| boots and shoes, woolen gouds, envelopes,
ywire and hardware of various kinds are
{largely manufactured. Among the fac-
|tories visited I must mention the one in
{ which the Richardson Improved Buckeye
Mower, so highly appreciated by the far-
mers of P. E. Island, is made. This factory
turns out about 2,000 of these implements
annually, The boot and shoe industry
| alone produces $6,000,000 worth of stock
yearly. The wire mills, which are the most
extensive in the world, employ upwards of
7,000 men, most of whom are Armenians or
Turks.

There are eight national banks, five sav-
ings bauks, four private banking houses
and seven insurance societies. So the
financial affairs are not limited for want of
headquarters for the ‘‘greenback” and
“silver dollar.”

Four daily papers are run here, and I
don’t know how many weeklies, as weekly
papers are, so to speak, getting played out
here, as the generality of country folk are
evabled to procure the daily news along the
line of railway. This, Mr. Editor, causes
me to stop and reflect on the time when I
used to receive your much admired journal
at Rustico Post Office with the elbows
worn out, not caused by any dilatoryness on
the part of officials, but by the arduous
task of travelling eight miles through
l.)liuding snow drifts, which sometimes
would occupy the best part of a week ere
the mails could reach the office. To con-
tinue the subject of the daily papers I may
say that one of them, viz., the Massachus-
etts Spy has been published consecutively
for the period of 120 years, having lived
through the tumult of the War of Inde-
depence and the opening and closing scenes
of the Iate Civil War, and fought with the
fervent patriotism that it is now so proud
of.

The school system is a perfect ome. All
books and school supplies are furnished by
the Government. Teachers experience no
difficulty in having the progress of his
scholars retarded for want of books, which
is the state of affairs in many schools.
Among some of the principle educational
institutes are the Clark University, Wor-
cester Academy, Oread Institute and the
Jesuit  College, the principal Roman
Catholic Institute in New England. The
Polytechnic Institute, recently established,
is where the physical as well as mental in-
struction is attended to. There are 37
Churches in Worcester, and as near as [
can ascertain are as follows: Congrega-
tional, 8; Trinitarian, 8; Methodist, 7 ;
Roman Catholic, 5; Baptist, 2; Unitarian, 2;
Episcopalian, 1 ; Universalist, 1 ; Friends,
1; Disciples of Christ, 1. Some of these
are very picturesque edifices. St. Paul’s, a
noble granite pile, is classed among the
grandest churches of the State.

The old South Church, recently recon-
structed, has a history in itself dating
back to the days of the Revolution of In-
dependence, as the first reading of the
Declaration of Independence was heard
from its vestibule. The Union Depot is
classed among the largest granite structures
of the Union.

There are several very handsome and
well-laid-out parks, on one of which can be
seen an elaborate monument erected to the
Worcester heroes whose blood was shed in
the late war.

The city is beautifully situated, being
partly elevated and partly ina valley. The
hills by which it is surrounded furnishes a
pretty view of the city and suburbs. In
the suburbs is Lake Quinsigamond, on
which many famous regattas were held,
and where the world’s noted oarsmen, such
as Hanlan, Courtney and Ross, strove for
their laurels.

Worcester is the birthplace of the cele-
brated temperance orator, J. B. Gough,
who did so much to teach temperance prin-
ciples to the world. It was on the streets
of this city that he wandered in a state of
intoxication, when his attention was ar-
rested by a member of a total abstinence
society, who induced him to sign the
pledge. Though this was the third attempt
at signing the pledge, it was the successful
one: hence the result. This was the dwel-
ling of Elihu Burritt, known as the learned
blacksmith, who acquired a knowledge of
eighteen languages by improving fragments
of his time while working at his trade.

P. E. Island is not as well represented
here as in most cities of New England.
Among Islanders I have met here are Mr.
John Clark; Mrs. S. Worth and family;
Mrs. J. Mclnnis and family, all formerly
of New Glasgow; and Mr. Livingtone, con-
fectioner; Mr. Jenkius, veterinary surgeon,
Mr. James Phillips, stone-cutter, and
family, including Franklin and Lemuel, all
of Charlottetown. Mr. Phillips is meeting
with remarkable sucess here in his line of
business, but I am sorry to say that his
amiable partner, Mrs. Phillips, is not enjoy-
ing that state of health that secures hap-
piness.

The City Schools.

Sir,—The daily Patriot of Saturday last

feontains an cffusion over the signature of

*“ Truth,” which is worthy of notice only for
the absence of the * essential element,” and
a covert attempt to deceive. The writer
seems to have a particular animus towards
Mr. Oxenham, and has attacked that geatle-
man in & wost ungentlemanly and unjusti-
fiable manner. Looking at the many in.
correct statements which his letter contains,
I shall herealter refer to him as ** Untruth,”
who plays with fruth as a kitten with a
mouse  Oue would suppose from his words
that he is particularly anxious to serve the
citizens in order to advance their best inter-
ests; but he is ounly a pretender, whilst
assuming the rell of a man of honor. Mr.
Oxenham is not a teacher, as ** Untruth”
asserts; nor has he ever solicited from the
School Board the office of Supervisor of the
City Schools. As the statements made by
the Guardian are, I understand, perfectly
correct, and as the editor of that paper is
quite able to defend his position without
**fear, favor or affection,” there is no need
for me to undertake to do so. One thing
is clear, and that is, had Mr. Kennedy not
been absent from the Island, and from his
place at the School Board, Mr. Oxenham
would not have been treated as he has been.
According to ** Untrath,” the summary and
unjustifiable dismissal of Mr. Oxenham, and
the appointment of Mr. Robinson, are
‘* simply questions of money.” Well, this
isn’t the first time that *‘questions of
money” have influenced men to commit
mean acts. But the statement of ** Un-
truth” is false, as a most competent and
efficient Inspector, Supervisor, and Grading
Ofticer cculd have been secured by the
School Board for less than $250 per annum,
without dismissing one who has so efficiently
and satisfactorily served the public long and
faithfully.

But **Mr. Robinson’s appointment was
unanimous at the Board,” says *‘Untruth,”
who ‘‘speaks like a book.” Will that
writer undertake to explain to the public
how that ** appointment was unanimous at
the Board”? He appears to know ; let
him reveal. He needlessly informs the
public that ‘‘ the Superintendent of Educa-
tion is not at liberty to accept the position
referred to.” What a contemptible shuffle !
And yet rothing better in defence of the
action of a minority of the Board is offered.
The Superintendent of Education is not at
liberty to accept the position of Secretary
to the Board of School Trustees! What a
revelation ! Who, save the correspondent
of the Patriot, ever permitted the flights of
imagination to soar so high as to suppose
that such was necessary? I think Mr.
Nicholson would have been only too glad to
serve the School Board in the interests of
education as City Supervisor, and for a sum
less than the additional $2560 given the new
appointee.
