Reports Successful Year

Mr. Arnold Wood, president of
the O'Leary Farmers’ Co-opera-
tive Association Limited, in his
report to the 13th annual meeting
of the Association, held in O'Leary
Hall on Wednesday, May 6, said
“The O’Leary Co-operative agair
has led the consumer-producer
oco-operative associalions of this
Province in sales and returns to
memdbers.”

Mr. Wood presided over a well
:,nended and enthusiastic meet-
ng.

The financial statement was
read by L. J. Corcoran of the Co-
operative Union of PEI and it
showed that the oombined sales
for the year ended were over
$825,000, the highest in the history
of the association. It was de-
clared at the meeting that over
$13,000 would be returned to mem-
bers in the form of patronage
dividends, and the interest on their
investments.

An interesting feature of the
meeting was the report of the
new store buil«Zag given by Mr.
B. M. Shea, manager, who said

| this modern, permanent structure
