equalities that existed in the rate
sttructure.”

Particularly, the Provinces sald,
this would “increase the burden
on the long haul, where the rail-

of

way has a relative monopoly on
traffic.”
The Western Provinces and the

Maritimes have been stressing the
long-haul aspect before the Board
for some years, on the ground
chiefly that percentage increases
in rates add a larger dollar charge
to those paying for long-distance
shipments to and from markets
and supply centres.

Ignored Alternatives

In the Board judgment under
appeal, ‘the Provinces sald, the
Commissione:s failed to consider
alternatives to uniform percentage
increases such as various types of
limitations proposed by the Prov-

incial Governments in hearings
last winter on ‘the rate increase
proposal.

On the question of the economic
effect of rate increases on the
country, the Provinces struck at
a part of the Board's seven-per-
cent decision saying that no one
seems to be able to say when the
“gaturation point” in rate in-
creases may be reached.

“It is incumbent upon the Board
in discharging its duty,” the ap-
pellants said, “to exercise its judg-
ment in a manner that will re-
lieve the Canadian economy from
the excessive burden of transpor-
tation costs which now has been
imposed upon it,

“When the Board states that no
one appears to be in a position to
say when the saturation point may
be reached, it is avolding its ob-
ligation to the public.”

Too Circumspect

The Provinces said the Board
must be directed to make a ‘“‘def-

inite  determination” on how
freight rates bear on different
groups.

“The Board has been too circum-
spect in its attitude towards this
vital problem,” the submission
said.

It has discouraged persons and
individuals from making represen-
tations on the impact of rate in-
creases. It has placed the onus
on the shipper to get relief from
rates considered too high. This was
an “almost intolerable” burden on
shippers. The Board itself should
act before the fact.

“Surely,” the Provinces said, “it
is the responsibility of the Board
to study this situation, develop a
realistic solution and afford an op-
portunity for representations prior
to final disposition.”
