It
is then combined with enough
salt and water brine to fill an
eight-ounce can, designated, by
the way, as holding approxi-
meately one cup.”

So the can contained five
ounces of shrimp and the rest
was brine!” exclaimed the bride.
“I thought this liquid should be
used as in other canned foods to
dad flavor and save food values.”

LABEL SHOULD TELL
