LOS ANGELES (AP) — Gal- |
lant little Davey Moore has lost
his fight to recover from brain
damage doctors attribute to &
freak fall in the prize ring.

Death came to the soft-t la]k-
ing, hard - punching former |
featherweight champion at 2:
am. in White Memorial Hospi-
tal as he entered his fourth day
in a coma,

Moore, 29, fainted his
dressing room last Thursday
night not long after he lost his
crown by knockout to Sugar Ra-
mos of Mexico City. Doctors
said that in lllllnl in the final
10th round at Dodger Stadium
the base of his skull struck the
lower ring rope, causing the
fatal damage. He'd been given
less than a 50-50 chance to live.
