To Outlaw Nuclear Arms

VATICAN CITY (AP)—The Pope |his reception of the Jap con-

elear weapons outlawed.

After a virtually unprecedented
Sunday private audience, Dr. Mas-
atoshi Matsushita told reporters he
was ‘“very much pleased” at the
pontiff's attitude.

‘“His Holiness already knew
about my mission. He told me he
had spoken several times against
use of nuclear weapons and gave
me a copy of his 1956 Christmas
speech.”

In that address the Pope de-
clared: “Only in the ambit of an
institution like the United Nations
can promises of nations to reduce
armament, especially- to -abandon
production and use of certain arms
be mutually exchanged under the
strict obligation of inter-national
law.” He "endorsed aerial inspec-
tion as a means of enforcing dis-
armament pledges.

BARE RECEPTION

In his 1955 Christmas message
the pontiff called for: ‘renuncia-
tion of experimentation with
atomic weapons, renunciation of
the use of such, and general con-
trol of armaments."”

Vatican sources, who confirmed
Dr. Matsushita's version of the
Pope’s remarks, hinted the pointiff
might refer to the subject again in
his Easter next Sunday.
The seriousness with which he re-
gards the matter was indicated by

Dr. Matsushita, personal repre-
sentative of Japan's prime min-
ister, came here from Britain,
where he appealed to British lead-
ers to call off their coming H-
bomb tests at Christmas Island.

DAMASCUS, Syria (AP)—King
Hussein of Jordan drove out pro-
Egyptian elements in his army
and government Sunday in a mil-
itary coup d’etat.

Maj.-Gen. Ali Abu Nawar, army
chief of staff, was deported to
Syria and ousted premier Sulei-
man Nabulsi was reported under
house arrest.

At least two clashes were re-
ported between army units loyal
to King Hussein and pro-Egyptian
army elements. Tanks guarded
the royal apalace.

LEGION PLEDGES LOYALTY

The Jordanian radio said the
Arab Legion had put down an at-
tempted army coupe against the
king pledged its loyalty to Huss-
ein

Crowds supporting_ the popular
Nabulsi were reported demon-
strating wildly in Jordan's towns
on the western border with Israel.
A strike against the king’s action
was threatened.

Nawar fled to Damascus: He
conferred at length with foremost
officials of Syria, strongly allied
to Egypt.

The king was supported by Maj-
gen. Ali Hayari, whom he named
new chief of staff.

Other ministers in Nabulsi’s
cabinet also were detained, it is

reported here. A number of Na.
bulsi’s followers in Jordan’s par-
liament also were driven from the|
country. Some already have ar-
rived in Damascus. |

JORDAN UNDER CENSORSHIP

Hussein’s measures were de-!
scribed here as a pro-Iraq coup
d’etat.

Iraq, ruled by Hussein's cousin,
King Faisal, is allied with the
West in the anti - Communist
Baghdad pact, an alli bitterly
opposed by the governments of
Syria and Egypt.

(Censorship imposed in Jordan
during the crisis caused by Hus-
sein's dismissal of Nabulsi last
week has cut communications with
that country. The reports from
Damascus could not be confirmed
from Amman.)

Reliable sources said the king
acted after a clash between a des-
ert regiment loyal to Hussein and
pro-Nawar soldiers at a military
base at Zarka, a town 30 miles
northeast of Amman, Jordan’s cap
ital. I

Three pro-Nawar officers were |
killed, 10 wounded and 10 captured
in the fighting between Jordanian
army units at Zarka.

Unconfirmed reports said an-
other clash occurred between pro-
Hussein and pro-Nawar army ele-

ments at Ajloun on Jordans’ north-

ern border.

Nawar was summoned to Hus-
seins’ place, which by then was
surrounded by tanks under Hay-
ari's orders. A royal decree was
issued dismissing Nawar and nam-
ing Hayari to replace him.

ASYLUM IN SYRIA

Nawar was sent out of the coun-
try with his wife, parents and chil-
dren and reached Damascus Sun-
day night.

The Syrian government intends
to give him and the followers of
Nabulsi political asylum.

Syria's ambassador to Jordan
Fouad Kadamani, arrived here
from Amman with a message from
Hussein to President Shukri Ku-
watly. Its contents were not dis-
closed.

The reports from Jordan said
wild anti-Hussein demonstrations
in three Jordanian cities, Jerusa-
lem,Nablus and Ramallah, pre-
ceded the king's moves against Na-
war and Nabulsi.

Some of the demonstrators
shouted demands that Jordan be
merged with Syria. At Ramal-
lah, the crowd broke into the gov-
ernment - controlled radio station
and halted transmissions. Amman
radio also went off the air.

LACK MECHANISM

When the same kind of cancer
cells were injected a second time,
they were destroyed even faster.
A specific defence reaction came
into play.

When men were given a differ-
ent type of cancer cell than was
implanted the first time, these can-
cers also disappeared more quickly
than the first implants,

By contrast, the implanted can-
cers grew in most of the cancer
patients, until removed one to six
weeks later, In four patients, the
cancers recurred and grew until
removed.

Dr, Southam said the studies
prove cancer patients lack defence
:mechnhma which healthy people

Blood studied showed the can-
cer patients had less of an unusual
protein in the blood, properdin,

The gabled roof of the building,
one of the oldest in the east-end
suburb of Pointe - aux - Trembles,
collapsed before firemen could
complete their rescue operations.

Luc Delorme, police and fire
chief of the suburb, said the blaze
apparently started somewhere in
the building's wiring. Sparks were
flying from glowing electrical
wires leading from the home to a
power pole 75 yards away when
firemen arrived, chief Delorme
said.

Only the stone walls and part
of the roof of the ancient build-
