The Mail Carriers left Cape Traverse with the Mails for
Great Britain, &c.,on the morning of 'T'hursday the 23d ult. There
were two boats and ten persons in qll,al‘ul lhe_y auccggded in
getting within two miles of the opposite Coast wuh_unt_mﬂ-icully,
the ice, so far, being good ; they then found the ice in such a
loose, broken state, that after exerting themselves to the ntmost
for some time, they were ultimately compelled to abandon all
hopes of reaching the Cape, so long as the ice continued as it then
was. They accordingly endeavoured to retrace their steps, in
hopes of getting back to this side before nightfall. In this, how-
ever. they were unsuccessful, and no other alternative presented
itee!f, but to remain on the moving ice, and at the mercy of the
winds and currents, during the whole of that tempestuous mght—
without exception one of the coldest and most |p«:lelnent we have
experienced this winter. Uunder these trying circumstances, they
tarned their boats bottom up on the ice, nqd with a few boards
which they happened to have with them kindled a fire, and, by
huddling together as close as possible, contrived to keep them-
selves from perishing. Before landing, however—which they
succeeded in effecting next day, about 2 o'clock, p. m., about
three miles to the westward of St. Peter’s lslnm’, after abandon-
ing one of their boats, some of the passengers luggage, &c.—
they were all more or less severely frostbitten, and are now under
surgical treatment.

There are thou-
sands on the Island who, though they could not advocate the
mad measures of eschieat sought by Mr. Cooper and  his asso-
ciates, are feelingly alive to the rights of the people, and who
will never see the industrious peasantry ruined to fill the pockets
of a few needy, greedy, adventuring land-agents, to whom this
devoted Island has been willed asalegacy by the imbecile Govern-
ment of George I1I.  This question will soon present itself--By
the same rule of reason that the tenant has to pay his rent to the
proprietor, the proprietor is bound to pay his 1ent to Govern-'
ment, to be expended in the improvement of the country; and it
follows that when the Proprietors neglect to pay the Quit Rent,
they cannot expect the strong arm of the law will be employed
to compel the tenants to pay their rents. Let those tax-gatberers*
reflect on this parable: ¢ And when he began to take the ac-
count, one was biought to him that owed him one thousand
talents, and as he had not wherewith to pay it, his lord com-
manded that he should be sold, and his wife, and children, and
all that he had, and payment to be made ; but that servant fulling
down besought him, saying, lHave patience with me, and 1 will
pay thee all: And the Lord of that servant, being moved with
pity, let him go, and forgave him the debt. But when that ser-
vant was gone out, he found one of his follow-servants, that oyved
him a hundred pence, and he laid hold of him, sayving, Pay me
whatthowowest. And his fellow-servant, falling down, besought
him, saying, Have patience with me, and I will pay thee ull.
And he would not, but went and cast him into prison till he had
paid the debt. Now his fellow-servants seeing what was done,
were very much grieved, and they came and told their Lord all
that was done. Then his Lord called him, and said to him, Thou
wicked servant, I forgave thee all thy debi becaunse thou besought-
est me : Shouldest not thou then have had compassion also on thy
fellow servant, even as I had compassion on thee : Axp nis Lorn,
BEING ANGRY, DELIVERED HIM TO THE TORTURERS, UNTIL HE
paID ALL THE DEBT.” Thisparable is so applicable to the state of"
this Colony, that it would seem the Evangelist had it in view,
were it not from the winding up of the eatastrophe, where, by an
act of retributive justice, the unfecling servant is made to suffers
the penalty of hLis inexorable avarice: it does not yet apply to
this Island.
