Thefirst great international exposition
was that held at L ndon, in the Crystal
Palace, in 1851. ‘Ine total expenses of
this exposition, including the cost of the
building, were about £293,000, and the
receipts about £506,000. The building
covered an area of more than twenty  wres, The next similar undertaking
was the “Exhibition of the Industry of |
All Nations,” held at New York in 1853. |
This was held in “Crystal Palace,’
which was afterwards destroyed bytire.
A similar exhibition was also held in
Dublin the same year. In 1854 an ex-
position was held in Munich, which at
lirst was very successful, but cholera ap-
peared and caused such a fright that the |
cnterprise was abandoned. The first

held in 1855. he second English Inter-
national Exhibition was held in London
in 1862. Nextin order were those held
at Constantinople in i863 ; Bayonne,
1864; Dublin, 1865 ; Cologne, Oporto
end Stockholm in 1865 ; Melbourne,
1866 ; Agra, 1867.
