‘‘Tempest - Tost’
Is Acid Satire
Of Drama Group

(By the Canadian Press)

As a playwright, director and
actor, Robertson Davies is on
familiar ground when he chooses
a Canadian Little Theatre group
as the subject of his first novel.
The story of “Tempest-Tost”
(Clarke Irwin), tells of the pro-
fessional tribulations and roman-
tic entanglements of a small-town
group as it rehearses and per-
forms “The Tempest.” Mindful of
his acid appraisal of some of the
characters involved, Mr. Davies
hastens to assure the veader that
the Salterton Little Theatre of
the book is a purely imaginary
group.

Mr. Davies, editor of the. Pete.-
borough Examiner and creator of
Samuel Marchbanks, whouse crot-
chety observations on human af-
fairs are the subject of two of his
earlier bookz, has allowed much
of the Marchbanks personality to

permeate “Tempest-Tost."”
The men in the case receive
much more favorable treatment

from Mr. Davies than the women.
Apart from a precocious 13-year-
oid who manufactures champagne
cider and a theatrical director
who “thinks like a man,” the au-
thor's cross-section of small-town
womanhood tends to confirm Mr.
Marchbanks in his bachelor state,
In particular, the snobbish, pet-
ty head of the theatrical group
and a domineering invalid moth-
er might lead a man of the
Marchbanks turn of mind to won-
der why the sex was ever'invent-
ed.

Between contending with the
wiles of the sex and  wrestling

painfully with the finer- points of
Shakespeare, most of the male
characters have a rather unhappy
time of it. They seek refuge, ac-
cording to their varying tempera-
ments, in gardening, alcohol or
atiempted suicide. None of their
methods meets with much sue-
cess.
