CBC
headquarters in east-end Montreal,
and a new deep-water harbor for
Rimouski at a time when the deep-
water harbors of Saint John and
Halifax are at a loss to find busi-
ness! Here was evidence of gross
political bribery, if you like to call
it that; but the Montreal economist
can't see it at all.

Even in its modified form, this
measure is regarded as a complete
reversal of Washington's traditional
aid policy, which attached no strings
in such cases as the Hoover famine
relief program and the Marshall
Plan. The bill, in effect, puts foreign
aid on a rigidly ideological basis and
bars all aid, except in surplus farm
commodities, to countries “dominat-
ed by Communism or Marxism.”
While the prohibition is directed
primarily against Communist-ruled
Yugoslavia and Poland, it could also
be applied to countries in which
socialist “Marxism” predominated,
including & number of democratic
European countries, and many un-
der-developed ecountries in Asia,
Africa and Latin America where
need for aid is acute.

To such countries it may well
appear that the measure was modi-
fied, not on grounds of principle
but rather to enable easier dispos-
al of U.S. surplus commodities—an
assumption which could arouse a lot
of unnecessary resentment.

The Dollar Mystery

In this hot argument about the
devaluated dollar, one thing keeps
puzzling us more and more. Why,
when it was devalued to 90 cents
for many years following the war,
was there little if any controversy
at all? The controversy started after
it had risen to a premium over other
currencies. Then there was persis-
tent agitation that its value be
brought down.

Surely the Liberals, who have
made this an outstanding issue in
the current campaign, should be
able to explain why devaluation was
8o good then and so bad now. Why,
even last June, just a year ago, the
high value of the Canadian dollar
was considered in the report of the
Senate Committee on Manpower and
Unemployment as having “undoubt-
edly” had an adverse effect “‘on the
growth of employment opportunities
in the country.”

We have forgotten who was on
that committee, but presumably it
comprised Liberals as well as Con-
servatives, chosen for their know-
ledge of monetary matters and econ-
omic problems generally. No doubt
the method and timing of the deval-
uation was different on this occas-
sion than in the past, but does that
make so much difference to the net
result?

The point, according to Mr. Wal.
ter Gordon, Liberal financial expert,
is not that the devaluated dollar
helps our export industries—that s
80, he concedes. “But we should not
overlook the fact that devaluating
our currencey to its present rate will
have substantially the same effect
as a Tl per cent increase in tariffs
right across the board.” That’s what
he says is wrong. But doesn’t that
lead to the conclusion that under the
Liberals, when the dollar was de-
valued to 90 cents, it had “substan-
tially the same effect” as a 10 per
cent increase in tariffs “right across
the board”?

It's all very confusing to us poor
laymen. We are left with the impres-
sion that had the dollar not been de-
valued at this time, it would be a
still hotter iseue in this campaign
than it is now.
