ng numbers, although most—
like fhose in Presho, S.D., and

ANC, however, each
code area can have up to 792
centrals. These are limited only
hy the facts that 1 and 0 cannot
he used as the first digit and
eight numbers are reserved for
service calls—411 for informa-
tion, ete.
