Bat, Sir, 1 venture to say this, that when
on the 1st of July the people of this coun-
try will meet in their various gatheringe to
be addressed by patriotic men, from east to
west, while those who speak and those who
hear will, I am sure, express, as they
naturally would, the greatest desire for
ood government and good institutions in this
country, there is not one of them who hae
& heart for his country but will repudiate in
every breath of his patriotism every word
which the hon, geatleman has used with re-
gard to his country to-night.
