| After Quest For Treasure

DARWIN, Australia (Reuters)—
iy lattered survivors of an ill-
{aed quest for sunken treasure
reached here Tuesday with an ac-
count of shipwreck and a struggle
for survival on a tropical island.

The six, including James Burke,
32, of Vancouver, were part of the
crew of the vessel Goldseeker,
which sailed from Scotland last
vear bent on winning a reputed
fortune in gold lying in ll}e wreck
of a Boston Clipper which went
down in New Zealand waters in

1886.
The Goldseeker foundered on |
Portuguest Timor a month ago

after her engines broke down. The
Australian skipper, W. J. Havens,
set out on foot with native guides
to bring help.

CREW TOOK TO BOAT

But the crew members who re-
mained with the hulk grew an-
xious and eventually shipped a 16-
foot sail-rigged lifeboat and set
<ail across the Timor Sea. For 18
days they were hammered by
Monsoon gales.

Hurled ashore on lonely Bath-
urst Island the party struggled for
existence without food before they
were found and brought here by
the Australian naval survey ship
Emu

posure, malnutrition and  sus-
pected  internal injuries, were
brought ashore on stretchers. The
other three also were “‘in bad
shape."
