A DBEADPUL EARTHQUAKE IN JAPAN.

_The schooner Page, which recently ar-
rived at San Francisco, California, from
Japan, brought intelligence that the city of
Jeddo, in Japan, was destroyed by an
q! on the 11th of N 185
and that one hundred thousand houses
were demolished, and that thirty thousand
human beings were buried beneath the
ruins. Fire broke out at the same time in
thirty different paris of the city. The
earth opened, and closed over thousands
of buildings with their occupants. The
shock was severe at Simoda. Although
the distance from Jeddo to Simoda is but
sixty miles, it appears that no official
account of the earthquake had been re-
ceived at the latter place at the time of the
sailing of the schouner Page—December
10th.  The news was obtained through the
Dutch interpreter. The Japanese seemed
to attach but little importance to the catas-
‘The inhabitants of the portion of
the city destroyed were forewarned of the
disaster, and many of them escaped.

The buildings of Jeddo are chiefly of one
story, and constructed of very light mate-
rial. 'The temples of worship, however,
are lofty, and in some instances are con-
structed of heavy masonry.
