“Wacky”
and Lige 3-shot repeaters. There’s
a time to take geese, if one can

time it properly, just before
their feet hit the stubble and
their wings are still up. Whex

I gave the word: ‘“Take em” the
blind seemed to explode. Geese
were dropping like Nine Pins. As
I lined up on a down wind goose
with my 2nd shot, out of the cor-
ner of my eye I saw three geese
drop in an even row.

The snow seemed to be covered
with geese . . . no wonder there
were ten of them down. Two
managed to take off again but
dropped dead 300 yards across
the fields. The geese at the tail
of the °‘rig’ dropped 15 yards
out, or 40 yards from the blind.
The geese at the front of the
flock between 50 and 55 yards
out. We saw another goose drop,
as we thought over the woods.
but it fell in a sort of ‘jib’ field.
Next morning a trapper saw
where a fox had dragged it into
the woods. That afternoon a
raven drew a hunter to where a
12th, goose fell in a clump of
ferns on Joe's line.

Allan’s three boys, not yet in
their teens, came racing across
the field and were some excited
over the 8 geese lying by the
blind. They saw one of the other
geese fall and found both of
them for us. We divided the take
. . . . each hunter had a pair
and the boys, the older pair, one
each. Everyone was happy. They
were lovely geese . . . hog fat
and tender. I gave one of mine
to a friend and the one we had
on our table was one of the best
we ever ate . . . fat, tender and
sweet. It was a shoot long to be
remembered and one we may
never duplicate. It was one of
those rare shoots where every-
thing went like clock work. I
feel that I have had my goose
hunt for the season and am wil-
ling to rest on my laurels.
