Despite the indications of win-
ter unemployment, ‘‘the commer-
cial and industrial seene is
brightening,” Neil J. MacKin-
non, president of the Canadian
Bank of Commerce told share-
holders at the annual meeting
held yesterday.

“The new year seems to hold
promise for most lines of pro-
duction and most regions of our
country”, he declared. He added,
however, ‘“‘a climate to induce in-
dividual effort and private in-
vestment is essential for growth.”

Gross national production this
year is expected to be fractional-
ly over $32 billion, about 2 per
cent higher than in 1957, but of
approximately equal physical
volume because of higher prices.
Export trade has been well main-
tained in 1958 and <hould hold up
in 1959 if, as is expected, United
States business recovery is sus-
tained. Imports, principally of
machinery, have been reduced
and the over-all deficit in for-
eign trade on merchandise ac-
count will shew a marked redue-
tion from 1957’s level.

Consumer volume was main-
tained at about 1957 levels when
allowance is made for price in-
creases reflected in higher doll-
ar outlays. “For a year which
began amidst gloomy forebodings
this cannot be considered as
other than a reassuring perform-
ance’’, he continued.

Capital investment will likely
approximate $8.5 billion, a de-
cline of about 3 per cent. Al-
though business capital expendi-
tures next year may be moderat-
ely reduced it is possible that an
improvement in business expend-
itures  during the year may
bring some upward revision.

DOMESTIC ECONOMY

The exports of a trading na-
tion such as Canada are influenc-
ed by foreign markets, in our
case to a major extent by the
United States and to an import-
ant extent by Britain, and the
domestic economy is greatly ip-
fluenced by both. :

In the domestic scene he ob-
served that for some years under
expansionary  forces federal
revenues have been greater than
rising expenditures and surplus-
es have in the main been used to

reduce the federal debt. “‘This
year we have seen another phase
of compensatory fiscal policy:
the expenditure of greater sums
of money than the existing tax
structure could provide. Under
the growth conditions ‘which are
characteristic of Canada we
have had little experience with
the implications of deficit finane-
ing but we do know from exper
ience in other countries thal
long-continued deficits can have
seriously adverse effects on the
price structure and on business
and employment”, said Mr. Me-
Kinnon. He added “We in our
country should set our sights om
an equilibrium in the economy
and a budget in some measure of
balance”

He stressed the importance of
adequate inducements for in-
dividual effort and private capi-
tal and pointed to the expansion
in the aggregate of expenditures
in all levels of government.
INDIVIDUAL IMAGINATION
“Few Canadians realize the
extent and significance in our
country of government expendi-
ture. About 30 per cent of all ex-
penditure is under government
influence. The place and field
flor individual endeavor and
private investment which have
created /t.he growth of the nation
may tend to be affected undex
this growing weight. Without
scope and inducements for in-
dividual imagination, skills and
creativeness we could hamper
our basic trend to growth.”’
Reporting an increase of $435.
097.000 in total assets in the
year, to send the bank’s assets
over the $3 billion mark, J.P.R.
