Mr. Kennedy At Yale
Tn his recont address to the

graduating class at Yale University,
President Kennedy made statements
of major importance with regard to
the national economy. His words
have significant lessons for Cana-
dian readers, regardless of their
party affiliations or of the outcome
of today's election. In cssence his
remarks were an appeal to business
leaders, trade unions, and the gen-
eral public to free themselves from
old prejudices and face the current
realities of American economie life.

Mr. Kennedy believes that the
free world now has an opportunity
of destroying one of the classic dog-
mas of the Communist creed—
namely, that the nations of the cap-

It had to un-
derstand that the United States was
entering a new economic era, where
problems without precedent would
have to be solved, and where new
principles would have to be devised
for situations of challenging scope
and urgency. It was a forward-look-
ing speech aimed at healing the
feud with business which arose out
of the quarrel over steel prices, and
on which the whole emphasis was
placed on avoiding the danger of a
divided natibn at the very time when
it needed all its strength.

Food For Thought

Much has been said about the
population explosion, and the latest
figures contained in the United Na-
tions Statistical Yearbook are con-
ducive to more serious thought on
this aspect of the age in which we
are living. They show, in brief, that
the world has 3,104 million people,
and that the population is rising by
54 millions each year. In other
words, each year the equivalent of
three nations the size of Canada is
added.

About 2,000 years ago the world
contained approximately 250 mil-
lion people. By 1620, when the Pil-
grim Fathers left Europe, the num-
ber was around 500 million. This
figure had in turn doubled some 200
years later.

As the population increases, as
birth rates rise ard death rates fall,
the population explosion feeds on
itself. The present rate of increase
in growth of the world’s population
is about two per cent per year; this
is sufficient to double the world’s
vears.

population every ?
If this rate of increase continues,
it is estimated, the world will have
50 billion people (17 times its pres-
ent number) in another 150 years.
As a well known scientist has put
it: “A population of this magnitude
is so foreign to our experience that
it is difficult to comprehend its im-
plications.” One implication, surely,
it has that must be obvious to all:
men must find ways of living more
in accord with the principles of true
brotherhood ; ‘by pooling their re-
sources in productive enterprises
and not squandering them in suicid-
al races for supremacy. If they can-
not live at peace together in the
more crowded world of tomorrow,
they will assuredly not survive at
all. That would solve the population
problem all right; but there would
be none left to put the fragments to-
gether or even write the epitaph.
