Confiscatory

The above jaw breaker is an
adjective applied to any rate of
return for a company or utility
which results in an operating
loss. If business is continued over
any period of years on this basis
then eventually the assets of the
company or business pass into the
hands of, or are confiscated by
those who use the service.

Agriculture has had a long ex-
perience with returns that can
aptly be termed “Confiscatory”.
Certainly when the farmer sells
any product below the cost of
production, he is providing the
consumer not only with the pro-
duct but also with a portion of
his capital assets, either in the
form of cash or soll fertility. In
many instances over a long period
of years the consumers of Canada
have heen confiscating a portion
of the farmers property.

A frightened, snarling “‘wolf-boy”
ducked his head under bed sheets
today as hundreds converged on
Balrampore Hospital here to see
the nine-year-old curiosity.

The boy was found naked, heav-
ily scarred and walking on all
fours in a train car near here 12
days ago. He was ravenously hun-
gry for raw meat.

Today, Dr. N. Sharma, medical
superintendent of Balrampore Hos-
pital, said the boy, named Rama
by the hospital staff, now accepts
boiled meat and drinks milk, but
remains terrified of clvilization.

“He hides his head under a sheet
when anyone approaches,” Sharma
said. “We have to watch that he
doesn’'t run away.”

Ramu is constitutionally normal
but still moves about on all fours
and has the double set of upper
incisors of a wolf.

Eats Like Animal

Vessels For U.S.

LISBON Reuters.— Portugal’s
growing  ship-building  industry
this year, for the first time in his-
tory, will begin building naval ves-|
sels for a foreign power, the United
States.

Under the terms of an ‘off
shore” procurement system con-
tract, Portuguese shipyards will
build three coastal escort vessels
in-iron and two anti-magnetic
mine-sweepers in wood. The total
cost will be 250,000,000 escudoes
about $8,750,000. '

BERLIN, (AP) — Life for Vya-
cheslav Molotov is gay in Berlin,
Western diplomats think it's be-
cause Stalin is gone.

He is much more at ease this
time than were the Russians at
earlier conferences., Westerners
feel he is more nearly his own
boss. Stalin isn't looking down his
neck, dictating every move,

The contract here and Paris in
1949 is a classic example. In Paris
it was Andrel Vishinsky. He could-
n't budge without telephoning
Moscow. When Vishinsky signed a
joint communique in Paris, Andrei
Gromyko was on the telephone
from Moscow within an hour call-
ing him all the four letter words
he could think of.

Gromyko made it oclear the lae-
ing was from Stalin,

Molotov himself was so stubborn
and cynical in London in 1947 that
he drove U. 8. State Secretary
George Marshall to the limit of
endurance.

At the first session in Berlin,
State Secretary Dulles paid high
tribute to Molotov as a diplomat.
He meant it. He has told inti-
mates he considers Molotov tops
among those he has met in 30
years,

Turns On Warmth

Molotov has turned on the dip-
lomatic warmth this session with-
out caring to recall times when
he was nasty. He has many warm
words for Georges Bidault,
France's foreign minister. It was
not so at the Moscow conference
in 1947. At a dinner given by
Stalin, Molotov toasted Britain and
the United States, omitting France.
To make sure nobody would think
the slight was a slip, Molotov rose
a second time and toasted France,
“just so mnobody will be over-
looked.”

This time, Bidault got the first
dinner invitation from Molotov,
Molotov, in his middle 60's, is
gayer, more wrinkled and more
nearly bald than when this cor-
respondent saw him in Hitler's
Berlin in 1940.
