Alberton Legion To
‘Erect Monument

—At a special meeting of the
executive and memorial committee
of the Alberton branch of the Can-
adian Legion Wednesday evening
plans were finalized for the erect-
ion of a war memorial on the Leg-
ion grounds at Alberton. After
considerable discussion and delib-
eration a monument was selected
from the many beautiful designs
submitted.

The monument will be a rock of
ages barry granite vertical slio
mounted on a granite base and hav-
ing an overall height of about
eight feet. The face of the stone
will have a very unusual and
beautiful scene of the setting sun
depicting the eternal promise “at
the going down of the sun and n
the morning we will remember
them.” Below a suitable memorial
Inscription will be the names of
those who made the supieme sac-
rifice in the 1914-18 and iIn the
1939-45 conflicts.

The Legion memorial committee
requests the cooperation of the
people of Alberton and vicinity in
submitting the names of those who
died in the two world wars.

The monument will be publicly
unveiled on Remembrance Day and
impressive memorial services are
planned.

requisite to progress in this field.”

However, now there was “hope
that progress can be made on the
side of international co-operation
for constructive uses of atomic
energy.

Canada belleved that President
Eisenhower’s atomic-energy - for-
peace plan, made before the as-
sembly last December, was par-
ticularly important “because it
implicitly recognizes the principles
which are essential to the achieve-
ment of prosperity and the diminu-
tion of the threat of war through-
out the world.”

CITIES PRINCIPLES

These principles were:

1. That the endeavor to estab-
lish trust between nations by means
of co-operative ventures aimed at
the social and economic better-
ment of mankind should not be
made conditional upon agreements
which are impossible until such
mutual confidence has been achi-
eved.

2. That proposals for co-opera-
tion should be developed under
United Nations supervision.

Pearson added that ‘“interna-
tional co-operation in the peaceful
uses of atomic energy cannot in
itself remove the dangers of atomic
destruction.

“These and other dangers to
peace have, however, brought their
own response in the determination
of many governments ... to use
our United Nations for the purpose
of avoiding the grim tragedy of
global destruction, and of bringing
about a better world than the one
we have today.”

Pearson sald that as nuclear
sclence advances, the interdepen-
dence of mankind increases. But
still the divisions persisted. If the
world was going to do anything
about these divisions, it must first
recognize and understond ‘them.
There was -the fundamental one
between totalitarian and free so-
cleties; the one between the self-
governing and the non-self-govern-
ing parts of the world, and the
distinction between the highly-in.
dustrialized countries and the un-
der-developed areas.

—One hundred” and twenty-three
yvears ago the heads of fourteen
|families 1n the vicinity of Alber-
ton organized the first Presby-
terian congregation in West Prince
County and four years later their
first elders were elected and or-
dained by Rev. John Kier of Mal-
peque. About this time their first
church building was erected near
the old cemetery and this served
as a place of worship for about
twenty years. In 1854, just one
hundred years ago, a larger build-
ing was erected near the same
place but before the interior was
completed it was destroyed by fire.
“The old Dock Church” was then
built in front of what is now
Hillcrest Cemetery and was pro-
bably opened for divine worship
about 1856.

The first Methodist Church in
Alberton - was built about 1871
Until this time Methodist people
in the community had worshipped
with the Presbyterian congrega-
gation and always the friendliest
relations existed between the two
groups.

On June 19th, 1925 both con-
gregations became a‘ part of the
United Church of Canada. The
former Methodist Church was mov-
ed eastward to another lot and
became the church home of some
members of the Presbyterian con-
gregation who did not wish to en-
ter the union. The old Dock
Church was moved to the site
previously occupled by the Metho-
dist Church to become the place
of worship for Alberton congrega-
tion of the United Church of
Canada.

Alberton congregation gave to
the Presbyterian Church in Can-
ada its first marytrs—the Gordon
brothers who died for their faith
on Erromanga, an island of the
New Herbrides group in the South
Seas. Besides these noble sons,
Alberton United Church and the
two streams of faith which united
to form it, has given to the world
many sons and daughters to serve
the cause of Christ ‘in various
walks of life.

At special anniversary services
on Sunday tribute will be paid to
the past and the rich heritage of
this congregation will be held in
remembrance. But always the glory
of the past must hold a challenge
for the present and the future,

Claims —gpeculation
Lowered Pork Prices

TORONTO, Sept. 22 —*"Specula-
tion in pork products is the cause
of the present drop in the price
of hogs,” Charles Mclnnis, presi-
dent, told delegates to the recent
semi-annual meeting of .Ontario
Hog Producers.

All present stocks, he claimed,
could have been absorbed by the
American market at fair profits
earlier this year. Speculators, how-
ever, bought up this pork and held
it in the hope that the American
market might reach even higher
prices. When this did not mater-
ialize, these same speculators re-
leased their holdings on the Can-
adian domestic market thereby
forcing the price down some 10
cents a pound from 37 to 27.

“To satisfy the greed of a few,”
he continued, “Ontario farmers
lost millions of dollars and would
continue to do so, in spite of the
fact that at the present time there
is no over-production of pork?

To prove his statement, he
quoted figures which showed that
weekly marketings were only slight-
ly higher than domestic disap-
pearance. This he said was always
the case at this time of the year
and this small surplus was gener-
ally stored to help the market over
its period of low production. With
the dumping of speculator stocks,
however, the market was in a
turmoil, and prices and producers
suffered.

As a remedy against the re-
occurrence of such a problem he
urged producers to support a move
to set up a country-wide agency
for the marketing of hogs which
would be in a position to handle
surpluses.

This stand was endorsed by
delegates who moved unanimously
a resolution calling for the set-
ting up of such an agency at the
earliest possible moment. It. was
expected that this will be one of
the chief considerations at the
next meeting of the Canadian
Federation of Agriculture. Reports
of the progress of this scheme
will be given at the Hog Produc-
ers' next annual meeting.

As far as the Ontario Hog Pro-
ducers’ scheme was concerned Mr.
Meclnnis claimed the selling agency,
United Livestock Sales, had made
two to three million 'dollars for
Ontario hog, producers over the
past 20 months,
