Teachers Advised |
To Admit Mistakes
To Their Pupils

TORONTO (CP)—School teach-
ers were advised Monday to ad-
mit their mistakes to their pupils.

The advice came from Dr. W. D.
Wall, director of the United Nat-
ions Educational, Social and Cul-
tural Qrganization office in Paris,
who spoke at a round table dis-
cussion on mental health and edu-
cation at the fifth international con-
gress on mental health now holding
its biennial sessions in Toronto.

Dr. Wall said that b admitting
errors, teachers and students cre-
ate a mutual trust.

School 1ife imposes certaln
strains on children, which s a
‘‘good thing."”” The children should
learn to accept and bear strains.
UNHEALTHY STRAIN

“It is the job of the teacher to
stop the children not from under-
going strain but from undergoing
a strain that is unhealthy, This
can be done by creating a situa-
tion in which they can be eased
into it and are able to bear."

Monday’s sessions were mainly
devoted to the delivery of techni-
cal papers on mental health by
some of the world’s top psychia-
trists, psychologists and social
workers.

Professor H. C. Rumke, rector
of the University of Utrecht, Hol.
land, speaking to a plenary ses-
sion on mental health, said the
great problém of psychiatry today
is psychiatry itself.

‘‘Psychiatry is really in danger.
Offshoots are detaching themselves
from the mother science. The
American is separating itself from
the European, which is really more
clinical.”

CONFIDENT MOTHER

Reporting on discussions at a 10-
day \pre - conference symposium,
Dr. Kayl 8. Bernhardt, professor
of psychology at the University of
Toronto, said the 34 delegates from
10 countries failed to agree that
the relationship between the nat-
ural mother and her child cannot
be fully replaced in the adoptive
or foster situation. They did not
know whether there is any rela-
tionship between breast feeding of
a child and mental health.

“Even a superficial examination
of the factors involved indicated
that a casual relationship between
breast feeding and mental health
is not proven.”

During a panel discussion, Dr:
Elwyn A. Morey of Nedlands, Aus-
tralia, said the first basic need in
child mental health ‘is a secure
and confident mother."

Had Sharpest
Decline In June

OTTAWA, (CP)--The automo-
bile industry in June experienced
its sharpest monthly reduction in
vehicle deliveries in history.

The bureau of statistics said
Monday that factory shipments
of Canadian-made vehicles declin-
ed 40 per cent in June from last
vear's level. It was the fourth
month in a row that deliveries
had been down.

The bureau said that shipments
have been dropping at a steadily
increasing rate since the end of
February. However, increases in
deliveries in January and Feb-
ruary held the half-year decrease
to 14.5 per cent.

The June decline was described
by the bureau as the ‘“sharpest
cut to date.”

Dealer sales, which have been
lower than last year each month
since the start of 1954, were 17
per cent under 1933's record
turn-over in both June and the
half-year,
