Dave Croll (L—Toronto Spadina)
said it is “asolutely indefensible”
to provide protection for all wage-
earners except those in the fish-
ing industry.

NOT SATISFACTORY
C. W. Carter (L—Buron-Burgeo)

said a “catch insurance” plan
would not be satisfactory. On the
other hand, it should be simple
to work out a plan whereby a
fisherman would receive credit for
days worked fishing or in other
employment.

Earlier, the Canadian and Cath-
olic Confederation of Labor said all
Canadian workers should be cov-
ered by the act and that jobless
should receive benefits as long as
they are out of work.

The Canadian Manufacturers’
Association and the Canadian Con-

satisfaction with the new Unem-
ployment Insurance Act, now being
studied by the committee. The new
legislation increases top benefit
payments but reduces the maxi-
mum time in which jobless can
collect regular benefits to 30 weeks
from 51 in a year.
