Position: Half reclined on floor on
left side, resting on pincushion of
fat, weight partly supported on left
forearm, left leg straight down,
right knee bent, foot on floor. The
position sounds complicated, but it
is merely to get yourself in posi-
tion so you can bounce on bulge.
The action is to bounce, bounce,
bounce up and down on fat pad.
Finish with a swinging action
exercise.

Position: Standing, feet well a-
part, arms out in front of chest.
Movement: Swing right leg up
and sidewards to touch toes to out-
stretched left hand. Keep knees
straight and swing! Follow by
swinging left leg up, touching left
toes to outstretched right hand....
continue for a dozen counts. Later
move arms wider apart.
