Corporations Get
New Incentive

To Aid Education

OTTAWA (CP) — The govern-
ment Tuesday night gave corpor-
ations new taxation incentive to
help Canadian education.

Finance Minister Fleming an-
nounced that starting this tay
year, corporations will be al-
lowed to deduct up to 10 per cent
of profits as charitable donations.
The present limit is five per cent.

‘‘Particularly I am hoping that
this change in the law will swell
the flow of funds from industry
to the support of higher educa-
tion in Canada,” Mr. Fleming
said.

The national conference of
Canadian universities had in-
formed him that of an estimated
$300.000,000 needed for university
expansion during the next five or
six years, governments  and
foundations would likely provide
aboot $200,000,000.

For the rest, the universities
would have to look to private
sources, ‘‘particularly to norpor-
