their number becomes larger, the high
rates absolutely exeluding all persons with
fixed, moderate incomes from the dignity
of householdership, not to say ownership,
within city limits.

What resource have the yvoung people
who marry, then, but to board? ‘They
cannot afford to rent a house, and they
want to be near velatives and (viends, and
able to partake in the amusements and ad-
vantages which a city” life affords. Cer-
tainly all this sounds very rensonable;
they know, or profess to know, that hoard-
ing is less pleasant and less natural than
housckeeping; but the latter is simply
impossible, and thercfore out ot the ques-
tion until some time in the future when
they have grown rich.

With such ideas, of course it is impos-
sible. If housekeeping with o newly mar-
ried couple is only o matter of pleasure
and not ot duty, Christian duty, then it
will nndoubtedly be deferred nntil position
and means ot display are achieved, and
the final result will be, not the formation
ol & happy household, but the possession
of a brick or & hrown-stone house, as the
case may be, with parlovs as richly fur-
nished as those of their neizhbors,

The evil ol boarding houses is not eon-
fined to, and does not even consist mainly
in, the impertections ot the food, or the
frequent want of thorough cleanliness—
though these are disngrecable enongh—
but in the total absence of the most sacred
home influcnces—in the want of (reedom,
and the poverty of affcetion which devel-
opes itsell under these wdverse civeum-
stances,

A happy home is the product of cultiva-
tion; it does not grow into existence in
one day or one night. It consists not in
velvet earpets and broeatel furniture : hut
in the love, care, tenderness, which, like
perpetual sunlight, enfold those who ave
its recipients, and suvrounds them as far
as possible with whatever can add to their
happiness and well beine,

Of course fine carpets and clegant fur-
niture may form constituent parts of' very
happy homes, but they are not essential—
in fuct, size and cost scem rather obstacles
to happiness than necessary to it, especi-
ally to the young who ave just entering
life, and who are separated rather than
drawn nearer together by excessive lux-
ary. Itisthe cosy and” compaet which
naturally scems more home-iike than the
large and grand 3 just as the pretty cottage
cmbowered in trees draws one’s heart with
an infinitely stronger attraction than the
pretentions muansion,

I have said that housckeeping should be
looked upon by youne married people as
a Christian duty ; but this may not be the
way to make it seem pleasant to a large
number of younz readers. It is the [ash-
ion noy wnong the youngz to boast of never
-Iningr,nny thing from o sen=e of daty,
Theyswill do things from inclination, be-
cause thay love (Siimethiun @ Lt duty !
that i
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which he himsclf recognizes as belonging
more to his past than his present exist-
ence.

There is a blessing upon voung men
and young women who go to work con-
seientiously and religiously to rear and
cultivate a home of their own ;3 not waiting
till they grow rich, nor until they have
enjoyed a little more ot society, of late
hours, of balls, and of the flesh-pots which
have seemed so dear in their youth,  From
the date of their marringe commences a
new life—a life dedicated to each other:
to their children, if they should be blessed
with any ; tosociety in a higher sense than
they have ever known belore, and to God,
Their home is naturally the shrine wherein
to bestow all these hopes, desives, and
aftections ; and, as far as their means will
allow, it should represent their tastes,
their enjoyments, and their aspivations,

There is no idea of permaneney attached
to the dividid teaements of a lwree city,
and of course no certainty of a home, un-
less one can afiord to purchase a house
aed enter at once upon the task ol sup-
porting o rood-sized establisinnent. It is
therefore necessary for many whose busi-
nessis in eities to ercet their household
gods upon some spot in the surrounding
country sufliciently near for attendanee
upon theiv daily ocenpation, yet remote
enough for houses and  land o have es-
caped rainons and etitious values,  Therve
are plenty of places like these in the im-
mediate vicinity oft @l our laixe cities,
easy ol aceess, and every yoar attracting
to them more of the intelligence, refine-
ment, and enltivation of the osreat ceuters
of which they arve the outgrowth,

The money expended in a New-York
second or thivd cluss hoarding-house will
here enable a young man to realize his
ideal vine and  fig-tree, perhaps his horse
and spring-top waggon; while his wife
can flourish sunong her chickens, pick her
own carrants and raspberries for tea, and
enjoy the delights of a elean, pleasant,
well-ovdered honse, with closets and pin-
tries and cellar all at command awd uinder
her own exelusive supervision,

Then when children eome, there is the
pleasure for them, not to speak ot the
physical advantage of plenty of out-ol-
doors. There arve flowars, il trees, and
birds, and rabbits, and ehickens, and per-
haps the cow, the pie, and the horse to be
looked atter. It has been said of a woman
that an acquaintance with her was a ¢ lib-
eral edueation ;” so lile in the country, a
happy life, in o cheertul, busy house, is
an education for childven. Oat ot doors,
they become familiar with the existence
and habits of nearly all domesticated liv-
ing thinzs; in-doors, they see the example
ol a good and useful life, and of the hap-
piness which they are thus enabled to dil-
tuse around them,
