CANADA WITH THE
UNITED STATES.

The Secretary of State for the United
States has issued a report on the commer-
cial relations of the United States with
other countries. From this report we learn

that the trade of the Republic with foreign \

countries has in almost every instance fallen
oft. This is, of course, largely owing to the
curtailment of expenses adopted by the
purchasers of the country, in conseauence
of the hard times,

The same general eause has effected the
trade of Canada, though also it must be ad-
mitted that the unwise and improvident
management of the present Government
has had much to do with the serious dimi-
nution our trade has experienced. Just
fancy, the balance of trade was according
to the report of the United States Necre
tary in 1875 in favor of the United States

by nearly §22,000,000. In 1872 the balance |

was in favor of Canada. Thus a complete
revolution coincident with the political re~
volution in Canada has taken place in our
trade. When Sir John A. was at the head
of affairs the country was prosperous, and
the halance of trade in our business with
the United States was in our favor. When
Mr. Mackenzie attained power things took
a turn, the United States gained all the
benefit that is supposed to follow the bal~
ance of { trade.
