Consolidated Smelters added
$1.50 to lead the senior base met-
als higher on news from New York
that the U.S. was re-adopting its
base metal stock-piling program
and absorbing the large surplus
Chilean copper supply which has
hung over the base metal market
like a cloud for almost a year.

United Keno was up 75 cents
and most other seniors followed
with better - than - average gains.
Juniors were slightly ahead in
mixed trading and Manitouwadge-
area issues were a little stronger.

Golds were a little above Fri-
day's level with several more-
than-10-cent gains in junjors. Mc-
Intyre was the senior feature with
a $4 gain at the close. Holding
companies were slightly lower al-
though Placer added $1. Although
Jisted as a gold holding company
Placer has western oil and base
metal interests, too. Uraniums
and Bathurst-area base metals
were steady although early activ-
ity and strength promised a break
to the group's three-week dull
spell.

Western oils were slightly ahead
in quiet trading all session. Cana-
dian Collieries was down 30 cents,
Canadian Devonian was up pen-
nies and Rio Prado was the most
active issue, trading about 165,000
shares for a two-cent loss.

The exchange's closing indexes
showed golds up 81 at 72.62, base
metals up 1.76 at 14587 and west-
ern oils down .65 at 99.87.
