CHURCHILL'S REPORT.

Boar Positions Perhaps Impregnable
to 25,000 Men.

New York, Jauuary 31.-~The Even-
ing World prints a delayed despatch from
Lieut:nant Wineton Churchill, dated
Spearman’s Camp, Jaouary 27¢h, 6 p. m.
—[t says : —

“The action on the summit of Spisn
Kop was one of the most fizrce and fur-
ious conflicts in the Beitith military his-
tory. Guided by Therneycrofie, the
troops surprised the Boers there and
carried the trenches with the bayonet at 3
o'clock in the morning. There was little
toss,
~ “ At once the treops entrenched hastily,
bu: the ground was broken by large rocks
and unsuwited for entremehments. At
d«wn heavy Boer shelling began. Gens
eral Woodgate was seriously wouadei in
the beginning.

“Urgent dewands fer reinfercements
wers seat by the commander who succeeded
Woedgate. The reinforcements were sent,
strengthening the defence. Thorseycroft
was appoiated brigadier, commandiog the
whole force on top of the hiill. A bitler
acd bloody struggle followed thromghout
the day, the Boers conzentrating every
wan and gug om the summit of the hill
and attacking with the greatest spirit.

“The Briuish artllery were uoable to
cope with the superior long ramge Boer
guns, and during the afternoon it became
evident that the infantry ceu!d net
endure snother day. It was imposeible
to drag guus to the summit of Spion
Kop without elaberate preparations
or 1o fortify the hill strongly emough
1o protect the defenders from uvasesiled
arullery. Therefore, Thornyecroft’s de-
cieion fto abander it was both wise ,and
neceszary. The troops, still stubbera and
formicable, marched back to the camps in
rigular order.
