From {ts Size the Great Mas
Was 80 Feet Tall.

Yo Judge

Sinee Samarcand has beeu a portion of
the Rossian dominions it has become easy
to visit. The traveller from Europe can
reach the old capital of Tamerlane by the
Transcaspian Railway, which the Russian
Government has constrncted across the
Turcoman deserts with so much bolduess,
snd which was finished as far as Samarcand
six years ago. Less than three miles to the
northeast of Samareand, and outside of the
extreme limits of the ancient city, is a
tomb which is called Khodja-Daniar. This
tomb, according to the Mussulmnan legends,
is  the burial-place of the Prophet
Daniel. The spot where this tomt
stands is called Afrousiab, and there are
seen ruics which are very probably those
of the ancient city of Maracanda, destroy
ed by Alexander the Great. This was an
immense town, whose walls, we are told,
had a compass of ninety stadia, or about
ten miles. Itis separated from Samarcand
by a naked hill, the soil of which is one
vast cemetery. The sepulchre of Khodja
Daniar is built oa a sort of terrace or cor-
nice. A half dozen great masts, from the
tops of which hang scme sacred rags or
tougs made of horse-tails, and the Leight of

which is proportioned to the importance |

of the saint, rise above the sarcophagus,
which s'ands in the open air, sheltered by
no building of any kind. This sarcopha-
gus is constructed with heavy masonry.
The saint who reposes there is, beyond a
dbubt, really dea i, but his mode of beha-
vior is more than curious since, though
dead, he continaes to grow constantly in
his sepulchre.

It is a
speaking likeness and thousands of visitors
daily stop to take a look at the familiar
features of Canade’s great political leader.

no superior.

Of the laureateship, however, much
might be written, and some of it very
amusing. It is the custom to date it from
John Dryden because he first made it of
great importance, aud since his time the
succession. has been regular, but the first
poet laureate mentioned in English history
was John Kay, who received the honor
from Edward IV. In 1630 the first patent
for the office was granted, and the salary
was fixed at £100 per annum and a tierce of
Canary wine, but for the latter a commuta-
tion of £27 was afterward paid. Beginning
with 1670, when the place first became a
highly honorable one, the poets laureate
have been John Dryden, Thomas Shadwell,
Nahum Tate, Nicholas Rowe, Lawrence
Eusden, Colley Cibber, William White-
head, Thomas Warton, Henry James Pye,
Robert Southey, William Worasworth and
Alfred Tennyson.

Every reader knows Dryden, Southey,
Wordsworth and Tennyson, and a few
knaw Cibber and Pye, but the others are
happily obscure. Nahum Tate stands in
British political history as a name for re-
proach and ridicule. He lived in highly
