After giving this testimony as regards the rela-
tions which existed between the Liberal Govern-
ment aud the Proprictors in 1856, in what light
are we to regard the statement now made by Mr.
Pope as to mutual assistance and co-operation, un-
less as the emanation of a wind most lamentably
dizordered ?
“In reference to the Bill which the Proprictors
have sent out,” says the Colonial Secretary, ** we
can only say that we are pleased to find that they
are disposed to negociation.”  Really thatis a
wonderful concession on the part of Mr. Pope’s
friends.  Were the proprictors not dieposed to ne-
gociate when they consented to the appointment
of the Land Commission two or three years rgo !
Evidences of a disposition of this kind were al-
ways apparent; and we are quite sure that il the
Liberals had been allowed to carry out their po-
licy under the Loan Bill, which had been resisted
for the purpese of enabling land agents to grow
rich at the expense of Jandlords and tenants, near-
iy all the principal estates in the Island might have
been, ere now, converted into small frecholds.
The ‘Islander’ says that the rejection of the
Award by the Colonial Minister — which is cer-
tainly a foregone conelusion with the Duke’ of
Neweastle—* will not fail to produce wide spread
discontent throughout the Colony.”
