comes, be due largely to the folly of the
empress dow ager, who is now in control,

and who has ‘demonstrated her complete
incapasity to rule or direet. There has
heen an impression in thiscountry that
China could perhaps settle with Japam for
something like $100,000,000, but it appeare

now that the Japanese demand w,!! reach
an smount equivalentto about $360,000,-
000 in gold, and the amount will probally
climb sti'l higher unless eemeting is done
by outside powers to bring about peace.
