The above translation of He-
yrews 4:12 is taken from the new
‘Revised Standard Version” of the
gible which has been prepared
under the auspices of the Inter-
national Council of Christian Edu-
sation, and has just been given
o the public. The New Testa-
ment was published in 1946 and
she writer has used it ever since,
;omparing its renderings with the
Greek text and finding them illu-
minating.

It is interesting to note that
our own Principal, W. R. Taylor
of University College was an in-
luential member of the committee
ind was the translator of the
psalms. Also that the secretary
»f the committee was Professor
James Moffatt, who had himself
given us a translation of the Bible
nto what he called “effective and
ntelligible English.” Principal Tay-
or once said of James Moffatt as
v translator that he had “an in-
tinet for the right word that was
\lmost uncanny.” In view of that
remark this story ~ is significant.
Once the committee was puzzling
wer the right English word to
wanslate an ancient original, and
wme member suggested a word
everal times without getting any
esponse. At last he said: “Dr.
VMoffat, don't you know where I
‘ound that. word? It was in your
ywn translation of the Bible.” Dr.
Voffatt answered: “It was all
ight for that translation, but it
sn't good enough for this one”
Chis shows the extreme care with
vhich this mew version has been
prepared by the leading scholars
°f the continent.

Dr. Luther A. Weigle of Yale
Jniversity was mainly responsible
for launching this enterprise. His
idea has been trying to keep hs
close as possible to Tyndale's
translation - which shaped so de-
cisively our Authorized Version.
This King James Version has been
called —and justly — “the noblest
monument of English prose.” Tyn-
dale was a young English scholar
who was inspired by the work of
Erasmus, a Dutch scholar, who
produced in 1518 the first printed
Greek text of the New Testament.
Tyndale “deterrhined to lift the
veil of Bible ignerance from the
common man by slvlng him a
Bible that he could read.” In a
dispute with a clergyman, young

Tyndale declared; “If God spare
my life ere many years I will
cause & boy that driveth the
plough shall know more. of the
Scripture than thou dost”. .

He was as'good as his word, He
finikhed his qlnllltlon of the New
Testament in'the summer of 1525.
He proceeded at onoe with his
translation of the Old Testament
and succeeded in publishing a
considerable portion of it before
his martyrdom in 1536.

A recent writer remarks: “All
subsequent English translations in-
cluding the King James version,
owe a debt to his work of trans-
lation. Ninety per cént. of the
translation of the New Testament
in the King James Version can-be
traced directly to the foundation
work done by Tyndale. The new
“Revised Standard Version” has
returned to Tyndale's readings in
some cases. .

.

The story of recent discoveries

of ancient manuscripts of the
Bible reads like a romance. We
have space for only two. In 1844

a young German scholar visited
the monastery of Ste, Catherine
at Mount Sinal. He saw in a
wastebasket some sheets of parch-
ment, and heard that a lot of
similar material had just been
burned as trash. When he looked
at the sheets he noticed that they
were pages of the oldest manu-
script of the New Testament of
which he had ever heard. His joy
of his discovery befrayed their
lvalue and he was not allowed to
take them away. But when he re-
visited that monastery in 1859 he
found not only.the leaves he had
seen before, but a complete manu-
script of the New Testament and
many other treasures, In 1869 this
manuscript was sent as a gift to
Russia, and in 1833 it was pur-
chased for the British Museum for
$600,000. .

A recent writer says that the
translators in 1611 based their New
Testament on less than two dozen
imperfect Greek manuscripts cop-
jed after the tenth century A.D.
These had been written by bhand,
and their text had more than 5,
000 copyists’ errors. But none of
these errors influenced the central
doctrines of the faith, But Tisch-
dorfl’s text belonged to the fourth
century A.D.— hundreds of years
nearer the original. Many other
discoveries of equal value have
since been made.

. .

In 1948 a group, of Bedouins

shores of the Dead Sea, when one
of them noticed a hole in the side
of the cliff. He and a-friend en-
tered and discovered a large cave
in which were stored jars with the
oldest manuscripts of the Old
Testament known. One is a scroll
of Isaiah written in the second
century B.C., hundreds of years
older than the oldest previous
known. i)

All of these discoveries and
many more have been utilized by
the translators of this new Re-
vised Standard Version.

Two reflections: One young
Bible student testifies that her
Bible is a new book to her. It is
written in the language of today
while it contains the earliest
known -“versions ,of the -ancient
Word.

“Trust your scholars”. This was
a message to our church by Pro-
fessor Anderson Scott, of Cam-
bridge, given at the induction of
young W. R. Taylor into his chair
of Old Testament literature in
Westminster Hall, B.C. His part
in the new trapslation shows how
worthy of trust he and his fellow-
workers have been.
