Country people in Britain stil}
watch the sky on Christmas Eve
and Christmas Day for signs of a
change in the weather, for there
is an ancient belief that the wea-
ther at this time is a strong por-
tend for that to come throughout
the year. “Wise and cunning
masters of astrology,” we are told,
“have found that a man may see
and mark for the weather of Holy
Night how the whole year after
shall be”. When Christmas night
was clear and starry, it was taken
that the year's crop of fruit and
wine would be a plentiful one. On
the other hand, if Christmas night
was foul and windy, the year to
come would be “very scant of wine
and fruit”. But if the wind arose
at the rising of the sun then “it
betokeneth great dearth of cattle
and beasts this year”. And if the
wind arose at sunset “it signifies
death to some among the kings
and great lords”.
