This
maa was 8o filthy as 1o be perfectly tepulsive; he
never used an handkerchief, and at table he tore
in pieces with his fingers the fowls which he pla-
ced befoe his guests. This man, Psima, was
ane day in charge of eighty prisonets, under-offi-
cers and soldiers. He received for each soldier
20 copecks or 80 centimes (eightpence) a day.
Meat, be it observed, is scurcely worth, in cpr-
tsin places, 15 centimes (ihree balf-pence) a
pound.
