worldly pr jects  Aw able and wnpartisl Protesiant writer thus
denognc: d s piostiiunion of rehigion in 1836 :—

“Trey bave not heatated 1o profane the religion of peace
snd geod will amongst men, by employing 1t as a means of
evading the law ; nor huve they scrupled 1o use the ascred
ceremonies of thewr creed for the vile purposes of party feud.
For, when the candidute 18 initiated, he wust bear the sacyed
Scriptures 1 his bacde, with 1he bouk of the mles an requine
nons placed thereon ; he 18 commanded to study, 1o obey the
latter ; e w received as » mewber of the sociwiv, under the
ascurance of lns spacsors, that he will carry equally n his heart
the laws of the Institution and those of his Goa ; kueeing he
18 decorated with the Qcange scnsf. that accursed eabie . of
woe to lrelund, and he s told—* This shull be for & token upon
thine hand and for a fionslet between thine eyes ; for by strength
of hand the Lord brough' us torih out of Egyor.’ The secres
us and paes-words are made known to hum ; and, in conclu-
on, the chaplain, iz joy at the coming of a new associale,
with impi us mockery saith, ¢ Glory to God in the Highret,
peace un earth, good will towsrds men!’ Thus the swngels
poke, prawing God for the birth of the Kedeemer. Taus the ,
hohest word and nume of Him, whom they term the All-mercis
ful and the All-ben-volent, 18 now profaned, in order to ssnetify
wud enforce obedience tn the com-nands, whatever they may be,
of Prinde Ernest Augustus, Duke of Cuberisnd !’

The commitiee 10 which we have previously referred, and on
whaose report the above remarke were founded, wae composed
inpartialy of Protestant Charchmen and Catholics, or d-esen-

ters. The following pusssge from its repoit conveys t wt
of the whole : — B * T

“The effects of this Institution are ‘o keep up an exciusive
associetion m civil and unhln_y sociely, exciling one portion
of the peopls sgninst the other; to wicredse the rancor snd
nimosiy 100 ofien unfortunately existing between persons of
offt rent religious  persuasions ;=10 make the Proterisnt the
enemy of the Cathohic, and the Catholie the enemy of the Pro-
\»stant—Dby processions «n particulsr days, attended winh the
waignis of the sociely, 10 exeite to breaches of the peace and
to bivodshed—to ra 8: up other secret societies among the
Catholics in their own defence and for their own protection
sgsinst the wauits of the Orangemen—io mterupt the course
of jusuce, and tq intterfere wun the dscipline of the army,
‘hus rendering its services injurious instead of usefal, when re-
quired on occasions, when Cuthoires and Protestanis mny be
parties.  Ail these evilg have been proved by the evidence befere
he House m regnrd to lreland, wihere the sysem has long
exisied on an extended scale, rendered more pre judieal to the
best mterests uf society by the patronage and protection of 8
muny wealihy members, high in office and 10 rank, taking sn
netive pact in ihe pracegdings of ibese lodges.™

Such was the galm, ndicial opinion arrived at by this im-
parhiaily composed committee, snd when 10 this we add that 1n-
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controvertible proofs were brongh: forward of a desire aud
intention on the part of tne then heod of the order and many of
his principal pfiicers 1o aler the succesaion to the Brtiah thr one
n his owa favor, enough will have tieeﬂ sad to demonsirate
the unbappy and denmnl';lng‘mﬂuénce of the system,
ireat Betain and Treland yund to warrsnt us in deprecatiog ns
eXtension on our own continent. As some dispuie has lately
taken plsce respecting the foundation of the Orange l.odge
system, the following facts wav nat be wminteresting. The
Orange societies commenced in Jreland 1n [795, afier the battle
of Diamond Hul 1 Armagh, an affray between Catholics and
Protesiants, on the 213t of Septewber in taat year ; the protessed
object of the association being ** the mamtensucs of the Cons
stita in 1 Church snd Sta‘e us o8 sbhiished st the Revolution
uy e Prnee of Orange.' The first Orange Lodge was
estadlisied 10 Dablg in 1797, and the first ryles were pudiished
by the Girand Lodge in 1799. T'he society continued till the year
1825, when 1t wus diseslved, in conscquenmce of ap Agt of
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
