1t wiil be its object toinvestigate and assail, if not reme-
dy, the evils which have grown out of the Landoeracy System,
a system whose principle is  monopoly,” whose effect is
oppression ; and wherever fraud or corruption may be found
to exist, Tue PaLvapium will show itself its most ancompro-
mising enemy.

T'o the Government, as at present constituted, Tne Parra-
pivym will present an opposing front, because itis uncounstitu
tional and un-British—because it 1s the Government of an
Oligarchy, and not that of a 'ree PropLe, subsisting rather on
the exercise of Military power than on the affections of the
Colonists—and because it is a living lie on the system of Colonial
Pality conceded by Her Majesty to her Provinces in America.
