Nor does he observe that she has no holidays and that no
forty-hour week obtains for the wife and mother. Nor does he take
note that it takes hours to prepare the savory dinner that is eaten in
thirty minutes; that baby-tending is a perpetual-motion job; that
Mary’s hair has to be combed twenty times a day; that Johnny has to
be told not once but a thousand times to hang his cap on the rack
and not on the floor; that the process of cleaning, darning, mending
that keep a home a going concern and a family comfortable is one
that goes on incessantly, day after day, year after yepr.

Yet husbands continually express wonder at what women do with
their time. They can't understand why wife, who has been up all
night walking a sick baby and who has got breakfast and heard the
children’s lessons and got them off to school, doesn’t look as peppy
and fresh and have her hair as beautifully combed as their stenograph-
ers. Nor can they understand why their wives complain of the drudg-
ery of their work when they have nothing to do but cook and wash
and iron and make one dollar do the work of five.

The old proverb says that one-half of the world does not know
how the other half lives. Of none is this truer than of husbands and
wives. And there would be a great domestic reformation if the wife
and husband could occasionally change jobs and find out from actual
experience how heavy are the other’s burdens, how much of effort, of
self-denial the other put into the making of the home and the sup-
porting of it.

WHY TOTAL ABSTINENCE?
WOULD MODERATION .
SUFFFICE?

Some people seem to enjoy the
social glass in moderation for years
without any great apparent harm.
Then suddenly the harmful ef-
fects may appear. The difticulty
is to find a safe limit for modera-
tion. What amount means mod-
eration?

Professor Reymond Pearl de-
fines a moderate drinker as one
who uses wine, beer or spirits, but
in small amcunts at any one time
and never enough to become in-
toxicated. However, moderation
is hard to define because what is
moderate for one perscn may be
dangerous for another, The weight
and temperament of the er
of [ make a difference and
whether the liquor is taken with
or without fcod.

Because 'alcohol affects the abil-
Jity of the wuser to discriminate,
and to observe his own reactions,
it is very difficult for him to de-
termine for himself a astandard of
moderation and stick to it. If he
finds a limit beyond which he
should not go, he finds also that
when under the influence cf al-
cohol, he is unable to apply his
standard.

The late Dr. William Mayo, of
the Mayo Clinic, had thia to say:
“Of my classmates in college, 50
far as I know, none of those who
drank steadily is now living, and
of those who were addicts to even
a very mild degree, from time to
time the addiction became mani-
fest, none prcgressed or maintain-
ed his position. . . We have no
particular test, except the test of
time and that ruins the man, nor
have we any cemedy to prevent
his becoming an addict; conse-
quently three drinkers in ten take
a chance.”

8ir Willlam Osler said, “As
moderation is very hard to reach,
and as it has been abundantly
shown that the best mental
and physical work may be done
withcut alechol in any form, the
safest course . . .s .. .abstinence.”

Dr. Georgeé W Crane, noted psy-
chologist, forrmerly of Northwest-
ern University, speaking April
11, 1640, in Chicago at a dinner
sponscred by the National Safe-
ty Souncil, where the guests of
honor were governors of the win-
ing states and mayors of the win-
ning cities of the- Eighth Annual
Safety Contest, said: “The dan-
gerous effects of liquor begin with
the first glass and do not require
complete intoxication. In 1080 more
than 25 per cent of the auto acci-
dents were attributed by motor-
ists to “a few drinks.”” The driver
did not know he was 10 per cent
slower in his movements as -a re-
sult of his highballs.

That is where the greatest dan-
ger comes from alcoholic . bever-
ages in relation to safety. ‘The
first drink immediately begins to
dull the nervous system including
the brain. As a result speed of
movement is slowed down, but un-
